Note 1 - 	 Brazil includes monthly transfers from the Bahia Street bank account in Rio (Itau) to the Bahia Street Center bank 
	 account in Salvador (total R$260,843), R$30,000 for school building renovation, and bank account charges and taxes 	
	 amounting to R$201. US includes funds sent to Brazil in the amount of $91,855 for the Bahia Street Center 
	 operations, and funds expended on volunteer and study programs in Brazil. UK is comprised of funds to Brazil for 		
	 Bahia Center operations.

Note 2 - 	 Brazil income includes funds from the US and UK for Bahia Street Center operations (R$236,061) and annual bank 
	 account interest (R$19,394).

*Please note that all amounts above are unaudited.

Bahia Street is a registered non-profit in Brazil, the US, and the UK, each with a separate board of directors.

In 2010, Bahia Street, USA, received $80,542 from individual 
donors, $11,854 from fund-raising events, and $12,737 from 
corporate matching programs. Over 300 individuals gave 
donations to Bahia Street, including 49 sustaining donors 
who gave monthly or quarterly towards the general operating 
expenses of the Bahia Street program.
